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How to use the bird identification sheet.

Date column

Enter the date of your observation in the date column. This will help to identify when the birds are visiting the park during the year.

Bird Name, Species or Description

It is not always possible to identify the bird you have seen straight away. 

· If you identify the bird write down its name / species.

· If you cannot identify it straight away then make a quick note of what it was like. 

· Colour of chest, wings, beak, feet etc..

· It’s size.

· Any patterns or other obvious features like speckles.

· If you get time and have colour pencils with you, try drawing it. But you will need to be quick as it may not stay still for long.

· If it is feeding, what did it eat.

· If it was singing what was the song like.
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Quantity

It is sometimes helpful to know how many birds there are in the area. Each time you see a bird put tick in the box and count them later. 

Useful things to take with you

· Spare Record Sheets

· Pens, pencils, colouring pencils

· Binoculars

· Camera

· A bird identifying sheet or book

· Something to sit on
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
